Art-to-Go Marketplace Call for Entry

Artists with pieces selected for the 2-D Fire and Earth exhibit are invited to submit 2-D artwork for
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the Art-to-Go Marketplace. "Art-to-Go" refers to selected artworks that can be purchased and
taken home immediately by the buyer. "Marketplace" refers to the location in the gallery selected
by a curator to display these artworks during one of Del Ray Artisans' monthly art exhibits.
Art-to-Go art is available for sale only for the duration of an exhibit. Unsold work must be picked
up at the end of the exhibit.

All marketplace artwork submitted does not need to be related to the theme of this exhibit. Art
bins are available for displaying your work. All artwork will be displayed in view of the front desk
for security purposes. Contact the curator if you have questions.

Art-to-Go Entry Details:

= Open only to artists whose 2-D work has been accepted.
= Artists may submit up to 5 pieces of artwork.
= The entry fee is $3 per entry or $10 for 5 entries.

m Entry fees for marketplace artwork are due during artwork receiving, though you are
encouraged to pay in advance to streamline the process during artwork receiving. Entry
fees are nonrefundable. Pay with cash, check, or credit card at the gallery or by credit card
online at: squareup.com/store/del-ray-artisans/item/fire-and-earth

m Deadline for online submission of marketplace artwork information is Friday, August 26 at
noon. Deadline for in person submission is during Artwork Receiving. Artwork must be
dropped off during Artwork Receiving on Sunday, August 28 and Monday, August 29
from 6-8pm.

m Photographic images of each marketplace entry are not needed. Online submission of
marketplace artwork information is to help the curator plan appropriately and ease intake
process during Artwork Receiving.

= Marketplace artwork is not juried, but is accepted at the curator’s discretion. Final
acceptance for this exhibit will be at the curator’s discretion upon physically viewing the
artwork at Artwork Receiving.

= All artwork must be for sale. We will not accept pieces marked "NFS."

= Artwork must be original. No reproductions (e.g. giclees of your original art are not
accepted). Artwork may be on paper, unstretched canvas or flat panels. We also accept
photography and original prints subject to presentation requirements below. Contact the
curator for more information.

m Work previously shown at Del Ray Artisans gallery is eligible for marketplace.

= Art submitted must meet presentation requirements described below.

Presentation Requirements for 2-D Artworks

Works on Paper must be matted and shrink-wrapped or clear-bagged in any medium appropriate
for paper. (Pastels are not suitable for this type of display—they may be damaged.) Works on
Canvas, Canvas-paper, Panel, or other flat ground must be matted if on canvas-paper or on
unstretched canvas, and must be clear-bagged or shrink-wrapped; flat panels (like gessobord or
canvas board) are accepted if no more than 1/8"thick. Panels don't need matting, but must be
clear-bagged. Art on unframed canvas must be removed from stretcher-bars and matted.
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Stretched canvas and cradled panels are not accepted. Dimensions for 2-D Art: 18" x 24" or less,
with mat. Art must fit safely into our art bins. Artworks smaller than 8" x 10" with mat must be
attached to a foam core backing at least 8"x10" for safety and security.

Accepted Artist Requirements:

m When art sells, each artist is asked to make a 20% tax-deductible donation to Del Ray
Artisans.

= Del Ray Artisans and the City of Alexandria cannot be held liable for any loss or damage
to artwork at any time. Insurance for artwork is the sole responsibility of the artist.

= Permission to reproduce any artwork for Del Ray Artisans publicity and archival purposes
is automatically granted by the artist as a requisite for entering the show. Anyone not

agreeing must contact the Curating Director at Curating@DelRayArtisans.org

= Deadline for online submission of marketplace artwork information: Friday, August 26,
2016 at noon. Physical artwork must be dropped off during Artwork Receiving.

m Deadline for in person submissions and marketplace entry fee is during Artwork Receiving.

= Artwork Receiving (open only to artists accepted in the 2-D exhibit) is on: Sunday,
August 28 and Monday, August 29 from 6-8pm at Del Ray Artisans gallery, 2704 Mount
Vernon Avenue, Alexandria, VA 22301.

= Unsold artwork pickup is on Sunday, October 2, 2016 from 6-8pm. Any art left over 30
days after the close of the show will become the property of Del Ray Artisans.
